The Club owns a selection of buoyancy aids 

and dinghies to suit all ages and skill levels.  

This equipment is available for use by 

members, free of charge.  The Club 

maintains low membership and course 

fees, so sailing need not be an expensive 

sport. 

We have an open membership policy with 

active members ranging in age from 5 to 

over 80.  Our Cadet membership is growing 

and we encourage our younger members 

to participate in club events and more 

widely at Kent Schools Sailing Association 

events.   

 

We have active partnerships with Ramillies 

Sea Explorer Unit and Margate Sea Cadets 

who use our facilitiesΦ  tŀǊǘ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ /ƭǳōΩǎ 

strategic plan is to develop partnerships 

with other youth organisations.
